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Program Summary

Christian Community Service Center (CCSC) is grateful to report on yet another successful Back To School!  It was our 24th year to serve underprivileged students through this program.  The committee, staff members, and clients are incredibly appreciative for the outpouring of support from our community – thank you!  
Here are some highlights from Back To School 2010:

Our goal was surpassed: 6,160 students enrolled in Pre-Kindergarten through Eighth grade received a new, comprehensive package of school supplies, and a voucher for new uniforms/shoes.  About 2,000 families were also able to browse gently used clothing and shoes.  Because of this service, children are better prepared for the first day of school and for achieving academic success!
(  51% were female; 49% male.

(  79.7% of clients served were Hispanic; 19.5% African American; and less than one percent of other ethnicities.
· The program was offered to clients living in 31 zip codes, as well as a partnership with an organization that serves the homeless.  The top five zip codes served were 1. 77081, 2. 77011, 3. none (homeless), 4. 77020, and 5. 77096.  
4,220 of these children were served through our community event:
· 96% of clients who pre-registered in May attended the event.
(  There was a substantial volunteer turnout: approximately 750 volunteers contributed to Back To School 2010, from the Registration phase through Event Clean Up!
